PATHFINDER FOR THE HISTORY OF CARTOGRAPHY (HoC)

Introduction:

This is intended as a short, introductory resource for materials pertaining to the history of cartography. It is particularly intended for students and librarians unfamiliar with the subject.  This is an expanding and cross-disciplinary field, with intellectual ties to general-political-military-transportation history, the growth of nations, art, map-making and map-collecting. There are suggestions for both print and digital resources. These suggestions pertain to printed maps, not to the recent and rapidly expanding areas of GIS (Geographic Information Systems) and digital mapping.
